She has also written and illustrated story books for very young children – and is the mother of four boys!

	DESCRIPTOR
	KS1

 At Key Stage 1 we are developing awareness in our pupils about the differences between health and disease, and the role of medicines in keeping us well.  There are issues about the safety of medicines which we want to get across - the idea that something which is good for you can also be very dangerous. And we are also introducing our pupils to science, and what science is all about.

This is an opportunity to explore a resource to help you deal with all these issues. Written for KS1 pupils and their teachers, it uses the medium of an illustrated story along with bright, colourful posters.  The story can be used with an interactive white board, projector or simply printed out. There are differentiated activities which can be used with children of a wide range of abilities, and the materials can be modified to suit the needs of your own class. There is also plenty of support material to help you with some of those awkward questions which always get asked! 

In this session you have an opportunity to explore these resources and find out how they can work for you. You will take away plenty of ideas which you can use directly in the classroom, as well as a set of posters.

KS2

At KS2 our challenge is to help our pupils understand that science is about thinking creatively to try to explain how living and non-living things work, looking to establish links between causes and effects. We have to develop awareness of the role of micro-organisms in health and disease, of the effect of drugs and personal health and some basic biology on how the heart pumps blood through the body and the lungs.

This resource can help you tackle all this and more! It contains an illustrated story, PowerPoint presentations, planned activities, posters and simple animations of the human body along with comprehensive support for you, the teacher.  You can use this resource to look at: 

· microorganisms good and bad

·  how medicines are developed

· the story of penicillin

· where scientists get their ideas for new antibiotics

· how medicines and other drugs are taken in and carried around the body

…….and much more.

Carefully developed to meet the needs of teachers and pupils at KS2, these resources provide you with a wide range of material to use as a basis for your lessons or to slot into teaching programmes you have already developed. They can also be used in the context of PSHE on healthy lifestyles.   This session gives you an opportunity to explore these resources and find out how they can work for you. You will take away plenty of material which you can use directly in your teaching, as well as a set of posters.
