	DESCRIPTOR
	Day One:
With a mixture of tutor explanation and hands-on activities delegates learn a range of basic techniques including finger printing, fibre analysis, blood spatter analysis, chromatography and DNA sampling. Delegates will learn how to set up a ‘crime scene’ and lead students through a whole murder mystery.
Day Two:

Delegates will reassemble at a local secondary school to deliver a ‘Forensics Day’ to a whole year group. Working in pairs they will involve pupils in the activities and lead them to solving a murder mystery.

Day Three:
Having now learnt the techniques and contributed to the delivery of a Forensics Day, delegates will have the option of arranging such an event in their own school. Support and guidance will be available from SETPOINT KM but there will be an additional charge for this service.
