PFIZER POLICY ON SCHOOL & COLLEGE EDUCATIONAL VISITS





Background





Pfizer at Sandwich has offered a programme of visits to schools for many years. The programme has been heavily oversubscribed and consequently some schools have been unable to bring groups to the site. This revision of policy has been carried out to maximise the number of students that can benefit and to ensure Pfizer resources are used to best effect.





In recent years a significant number of schools have visited with less than 15 students. The planning and delivery of each visit is time consuming with a significant impact on available resources. It is not an efficient use of resources to accommodate such small groups. 





Other visits have been of limited benefit due to curriculum links not being clearly established.





Policy





The Academic Liaison team aims to host one educational visit per week. 





Every visit should have a clear curriculum focus with identified learning objectives. Priority will be given to schools/colleges that clearly show how Pfizer can support the curriculum.





Priority will be given to A level or equivalent science groups. This reflects Pfizer’s core aim of supporting science education and represents the area of greatest expertise in enhancing the curriculum.





Schools that have small teaching groups will be asked to share a visit with another school. Schools that have visited regularly in the past will be guaranteed a visit in future.

Guidelines





The Pfizer site is a non-smoking site. Students should be made aware of this.
